1. A working Project title. 

2. Clear statements of Aim & Objectives, and Project deliverables.
3. Definitive description of the area of investigation that supports the proposed project. 

4. Literature survey- Reference to appropriate professional level material, cited papers, manufacturers application notes, technical references, using Harvard Referencing.
But also;

5. Clear evidence of progress to date. (when applicable)
6. A plan of how you intend to complete the work.
